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Dr. Michael Powers is the Director of The
Children with Special

Connecticut and Assistant Clinical

Center for Needs in
Glastonbury,
Professor of Psychology at the Yale Child Study
Center, Yale University School of Medicine. Dr.
Powers specializes in the diagnosis, assessment and
treatment of individuals with Autism and related
developmental disabilities and has published and
presented extensively on these topics. He is also the
author or editor of a number of books including
Asperger Syndrome and Your Child, Children with
Autism: A Parent's Guide, and the forthcoming
Encyclopedia of Autism (with F. Volkmar, R. Paul
and K. Pelphry).

Dr. Powers has been involved in designing
educational programs, staff training, and in program
evaluation for students with autism spectrum disorders
throughout the United States and abroad for over 25
years. He has worked with various school districts,
nationally and internationally. Dr. Powers is also a
member of the Professional Advisory Board of MAAP
Services for Autism and Asperger Syndrome, The
Geneva Centre for Autism in Toronto, and is a former

Like all of us, individuals with Autism Spectrum
Disorders experience many transitions throughout their lives,
some across a day or a week, others during typical junctures
of their lives. The ability to negotiate these transitions is not
always easy, and can cause considerable stress to those with
ASD and their families. These predictable and unpredictable
challenges can also be opportunities and ultimately can help
to support the person with ASD as he/she moves toward
greater independence.

This presentation will discuss the developmental
changes and challenges faced by those with ASD and their
families, teachers and professionals - as they all negotiate
experiences at home, in school, and in the community.
Adopting a developmental ecological perspective, we will
explore issues that include: supporting leaming in and out of
school; enlarging cummunity participation; developing
increased independence; and understanding and managing
social and behavioral expectations. Ultimately, this
presentation will advance a framework for predicting and
using change and transition to its maximum advantage.
